Plead with Him for a 
fresh work of His grace and His power.  God speaks through His Word. Open your Bible; take the time to read the high-
lighted scriptures below. Read, listen, reflect and pray over them.

God led us to build a church in 
Guatemala because our churches 
are studying the Forgotten Poqam-
chi people of Guatemala in our 
NMI meetings this year.  What bet-
ter way to build a bridge of caring 
than to send a Work and witness 
team to the land we study?  Rais-
ing $10,000 to build a mission 
church would be a stretch for any 
local church, but, as a district  
family, WE CAN DO IT

but, as of the September 18 application deadline, we had only 6 
team members signed up.  Work and Witness Coordinator, Don 
Moore, is still planning and praying for a team to come together for 
later on this year.  However, it would not be wise to send a team 
that is too small to get the work done.  Please pray with us for ad-
ditional team members!  We will surely keep you posted on the 
progress.

Recently, in 2002, the 

name of this transformational event was changed to Nazarene Youth 

Conference and was opened to all USA/Canada teens to attend. One element remains true: since that 

first conference in Estes Park, Colorado, we have made it a priority to keep drawing students to-

gether, sharing the story of Godôs love, and inviting God to change us!  

 

NYC changes locations and has met in St. Louis, Houston, Toronto, Phoenix, Orlando, Washington 

D.C., Estes Park, Colorado, Mexico, and Switzerland. God has done great things through those times! 

Story after story is told of how God used that time to call people to full-time ministry, to dedicate 

their lives fully to Christ in every way, to open their heart to what God was and is calling them to do.  

 

We are excited to share that other Nazarene Youth Conferences/Congresses have sprung up all over 

the world from Europe to South America to the Caribbean to Asia.
